If you want to send the audio from another channel while a certain channel is not active you can do this by using
this LiveVoice PRO feature.

This is also know as Auto Floor Distribution, meaning the original floor audio from stage is sent while an
interpreter is not active. In this way, as long as an interpreter is not on air, participants will hear the original audio
from stage.

Example:

Event with English and German interpretation. Both channels will play the FLOOR channel whenever the
interpreter is not active.
